We have been to a lot of places,
such as Tokyo, Kobe, Kyoto and
Osaka. Some of the highlights
include visiting Tokyo Tower,

research institutes, museums, specialized organizations, exchanging with high school students, home
stay, visiting Ritsumeikan University, etc. For me, the most impressive part is visiting high school and
home stay.

Visiting high school is a special experience in Japan. First, we have walked around the campus. We can
see how Japanese students learn in the lesson. They learned in a active and comfortable environment
which is different from Hong Kong. Second, we have lunch with Japanese students. It's a great time for
me to know more about the school and educational policy in Japan. Third, we have sharing time with
Japanese students. We played games together which is led by Japanese students. Moreover, we Hong
Kong student have Chinese dance performance for them. | have learnt Chinese Dance since | was three
years old, | tried to be the choreographer of this dance. | have experience in directing modern dance
before, but not Chinese dance. At the beginning, all of us were not familiar with the dance, till the last
minutes of preparation, we have tried our best to dance and show our best side to Japanese students.
Finally, we exchange our contact details with them.

Home stay is another excellent experience. This is my first time to stay in others’ home that | have
known little before. My host family was nice and caring. They knew that | am interested in Japanese
culture, so they made some famous local food for dinner and breakfast. Moreover, they taught me
Japanese traditional tea etiquette and culture. Furthermore, they took me out to a shopping centre and
we took a lot of photos. Finally we exchanged our address and promise to keep in touch in the future.

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Hello everyone. My name is Carmel Phillips. | arrived in Hong Kong from New
Zealand on the 3rd February and became the new NET teacher at CCC Chuen
Yuen College on the 7th February immediately after the Lunar New Year Holidays.
It is very unusual to have the opportunity to take up a NET position half way through
the academic year. | was happily looking forward to Christmas and growing
vegetables in my mother’s garden in New Zealand when the school principal,
Mr. Wong, rang me in early December to ask if | would be interested in working
here. | was very surprised. | had already been a NET teacher at a school in Hong
Kong and had left after 10 years to spend more time with my family. However
after being away for 18 months | found | was missing my teaching and students
and the sense of purpose that this gave me. Mr. Wong’s phone call came at a
very good time and | am delighted to be back teaching English here at Chuen
Yuen College and with my family’s blessing.

Teaching has been my career since | graduated from Victoria University of Wellington in New Zealand. |
have a double major in English and History with supporting subjects in Classical Studies and Film Studies.
| also have a post-graduate First Class Honours Degree in English Literature. In New Zealand no one is
allowed to teach without first being trained. So | have a post-graduate secondary school teaching diploma
from the Auckland College of Education in New Zealand. | taught for 16 years in New Zealand secondary
schools in Auckland and Wellington before coming to Hong Kong in 2002.

New Zealand teachers who have just completed their teacher training must teach for two years and be
observed in order to get their practicing teacher certificate. It is called a probationary period. In my first
school | taught English and Social Studies which is a bit like Liberal Studies here with some history in it.
After my two year probationary period | went travelling for a year. It was my dream and is a dream for most
New Zealanders. It is because if you look at a map of the world New Zealand is a very long way away from
anywhere else so we all grow up dreaming of seeing some of the world we have read about and seen on
film. It has been estimated that here are four million New Zealanders living in New Zealand and one million
living overseas — a fifth of the entire population!

When | returned to New Zealand | moved back to Wellington and worked at a very famous school there
called Wellington High School. It is famous for its innovation. When | left the school they changed the
timetable so that senior students could arrive later to school because research showed that teenagers
sleeping patterns are different from adults! Now they are using mobile phones in the classroom as
resources! Schools in New Zealand are very different from Hong Kong! | taught English there and was also
the teacher in charge of classical studies and a year level Dean. | worked there for 14 years and decided |
really needed to see more of the world again. So | applied to the Hong Kong Government to be a NET
teacher and was accepted.

I have come to see Hong Kong as my second home in many ways because | have been here for some
time now. | was here in SARS. | have taught students who are now graduated and working and getting
married and having children so it gives me a connection and | have some lovely friends who live here.

| have always felt very lucky in my choice of career. | don’t think | would be very good sitting all day in an
office and | know that | would be a terrible medial professional because | don't like seeing blood or needles!
Literature and sharing my knowledge is something | really enjoy doing. Plus | enjoy the energy and
youthfulness of young people. | do believe that my job keeps my outlook on life young. Helping young
people overcome obstacles and do their best is a pleasure and it is my job and | get to live in Hong Kong!
